1. Welcome and new faces

3.   Minutes of the last two meetings

The minutes of the last meeting had been circulated together with a subsequent amendment to item 8; the minutes as amended were approved.

4.    Matters Arising
· Insurance for volunteers – after investigating via a broker the standard packages on offer do not appear to be appropriate for our purpose, although Andy had asked for a quotation against a specification.  Caroline and Marie to investigate further.

5. 
Progress reports on Projects.

· Valley web-site – nothing to report.

· Speed limits/traffic calming – there are still no 30 mph signs in Weaverthorpe but these are expected by the end of June. Malton and Norton Service Centre Strategy proposed funding for the traffic calming measures in East Lutton, Helperthorpe and Butterwick, but nothing has been heard recently.

· Wildlife friendly gardens – Martha’s quarterly review is continuing. 

· Notice Boards – waiting to hear from Luttons Parish Council re siting and purchase.

· Planters and village signs – Marie reported that all are now in place and planting by volunteers is underway. Invoices for expenses incurred were presented to the treasurer. Marie is to issue a thank you in The Warbler. This has come in under budget but there will be ongoing costs for planting in all the villages.

· St. Mary’s Church wall – the Parish Plan Action Group supported repairs to the wall. Andy has discussed this issue with Tony Crawford who has obtained the necessary permission from the diocese to execute the work and has the required tender document. The project is at present out to tender and responses are awaited. There is funding from Yorkshire Historic Church’s Trust, Luttons PC, the PCC and the YCA. A likely source of funding is the Landfill Community Fund and an application form has been drafted, awaits the tenders. All the villages are within the catchment area of 3 landfill sites.

6.
Leader Bid

Andy drafted a letter to the Parish Councils but has not yet sent it. There is limited money available this year and it was felt better to take this project in smaller steps, eg. Wharram to Foxholes initially. All these villages have a Parish Plan or document and none has an information board. There are such boards in the villages further east along the valley. The Heritage Lottery Fund may support information boards. David Bull is to meet with Andy. Andy outlined a resumé of phase 1 of the bid so far. It was agreed to continue desk top research for the whole valley rather than curtail it to North Yorkshire. Andy is to write to the clerks of the Parish Councils in the North Yorkshire section of the valley inviting them to a meeting to explore the potential for the bid.

Other Matters of Note

· RDC Parish Liaison Meeting is now on June 28th.

· Malton and Norton Partnership – nothing to report.

· St. Andrew’s Church, Weaverthorpe  -There was a discussion around the problems at Weaverthorpe church and its possible closure. Julie had attended the meeting at the church convened to discuss the problems and possible solutions and gave a brief report. She is to continue to be involved in these discussions at Weaverthorpe and will keep the committee updated.

Accounts

An application to open an account has been submitted to the Cooperative Bank by the treasurer. The outstanding balance with Weaverthorpe PC will be transferred. There is agreement between the PC and this committee on the balance - £1107.25p.

Any Other Business

· The matter of the balance of money in hand was discussed. It was proposed to revisit the Parish Plan at the next meeting to see if outstanding issues can be funded with this money.

· Oxford Consultation Statistical Information has published a study regarding rural deprivation.

· The Parish Plan Action Group was set up for 2 years. It was decided to discuss continuity at the next meeting and to review membership of the Group and its constitution. Andy to write to Audrey Corbett regarding her interest in remaining part of the Group.
