Weaverthorpe Parish Council

Minutes of the Meeting held on 19th July 2010in Weaverthrope Village Hall at 19:45

1. Apologies for absence

Apologies for absence were received from C Howe, J Fisher, M Rowland and G Downes.

2. Approval of minutes of the Annual General Meeting of Weaverthorpe Parish Council held on 17th May 2010

The minutes were approved and signed by the Chair as a true record of the meeting.

3. Matters arising from the above minutes

The clerk reported that he had been in correspondence with North Yorkshire Highways regarding the work to be carried out to alleviate the flooding in the centre of the village and the erection of the 30 mph signs.

No progress had been made with the flooding works and it was agreed that the clerk should write to the Area Manager for Highways.

The 30 mph signs were due to be erected imminently and some extra posts for these had already been put in place.

The subject of the continuing of the joint surgeries was discussed. So far two have been held with no residents attending. It was agreed to publicise the Surgery that is scheduled for 12th  September 2010 in the Warbler and reassess the situation after that event.

4. Finance

The Parish Plan has been paid £1102.24, being the balance that WPC were holding in the bank on their behalf. The clerk had  carried out a full reconciliation as the balance on the PC accounts did not match those of the Parish Plan. The main discrepancies were with the village hall invoices. One invoice had been charged to the Parish Plan when it should have been charged WPC  as it was for a public meeting with Yorkshire Housing. In comparing the Parish Plan accounts for the village hall with the invoices presented by the village hall, they did not agree, so the reconciliation was sent to the village hall Treasurer and the differences will be sorted out directly with the Parish Plan.

Invoices due for payment:

At the planning meeting on 24th June the cheque for the Parish Plan was raised for the above amount.

2 Invoices for Weaverthorpe Village Hall, hire for PC meetings to Oct 10 - £60 and Police surgery on 28/3/10 - £11.

Membership renewal for Rural Action Yorkshire is  £35.

York and North Yorkshire Playing Fields Association subscription is due for £12.50.

C Howe, donation to charities in memory of Christine Howe for £40.

R Medley £15 for plants for planter at west end of village.

All the above payments were authorised by the Council.

A copy of the Accounts up to 16th July 2010 were distributed to those present.

After the above invoices have been paid the balance in the bank is £2391.

Mazars, the external auditors, have returned much of the paperwork but we do not have a report on the accounts as yet. They have pointed out that it is not necessary to send as much paperwork in future.

5. Correspondence
A request had been received from Tony Hemesley, Chair of Ryedale District Council for donations to his Chairman’s Charity Fund. It was not considered to be proper use of public funds to make such a donation.

The Chair and Clerk are invited to attend the Chair’s Civic Service in Malton on 25th July 2010, this invitation will be declined due to their non availability.

Correspondence from the LEADER project was noted and will be passed on to A McDonald of the Parish Plan.

NY Fire & Rescue Community Safety Roadshows are being held at various locations in the month of August.

A letter had been received from Marton cum Grafton PC regarding a  waste disposal incinerator that is to be built near Boroughbridge. The PC are being requested to write to NYCC to register their disagreement with the proposal. Those present did not agree with this request, so no further action will be taken. 

The Safer Rydale statistics were noted which continue to report a downward trend in crimes reported in the Wolds Valley.

6. Planning
At a separate meeting on 24th June the Councill considered three applications:

Swimming Pool enclosure at Rarey Farm, no objections raised.

Erection of a three bed house on land adjacent to Dale Farm. No objection was raised but a request made to take care not to damage the land and hedges outside the plot, where the war memorial stands.

The conversion of the stables / ropery at Rarey Farm by Accent. A full reply to this application was sent and copied to councillors at the time. The clerk had received a telephone message that the comments of the Council had been passed on to Accent.

The application for conversion of farm buildings to a 2 bedroom holiday unit has been rejected due to insufficient information being submitted to adequately assess the flood risk.

The application for a four bedroom house on land adjacent to Broadholme has been approved. 

Tree lopping at Broadholme / Dale Farm has been approved.

7. Police Business

There was nothing to report.

8. Parish Plan update

The proposed meeting with Chairs and Clerks of the Parish Councils has been scaled down and will take place in the near future.

9. Any Other Business

The question was raised as to what is contained in the constitution when members of the public attend Parish Council meetings. Do they have full debating rights or should they be limited to certain parts of the agenda. The clerk will check on the position and report at the next meeting.

The council were shown the new Neighbourhood Watch signs which will be attached to the “Weaverthorpe” signs at the extremities of the village.
