1. Apologies for absence

Apologies were received from A Milner,

2. Approval of the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 19th July 2010

The minutes were agreed as a true record of the meeting and signed by the Chair.

3. Matters arising

The clerk raised the following items:

Flooding works: The works had been carried out a few weeks ago. There was concern raised by members that the landscaping was not pretty but it was agreed that in time the grass would grow back. Also the jetting under the bridge not been carried out. The clerk would raise this with NYCC. The works on Sherburn Road were to remodel the tarmac to ensure the surface water went into the drains, there was no agreement that all the erosion on the edge of the tarmac would be made good.

It was generally agreed that the flooding on Main Road had been alleviated. 

Footpath between The Star and The Blue Bell: This had been resurfaced satisfactorily.

30 mph signs: These had been erected at the end of July.

Joint Police and WPC surgeries: The last surgery of three had one member of the public visit. That was the only instance of a member of the public atending in the three surgeries held this year. That was seen by NY Police as an indicator of no issues.

Following discussion on the merits of continuing given the cost of the village hall, J Fisher made an offer of use of space in The Blue Bell for future joint surgeries, and he would be available as a Parish Councillor if needed. This proposal would be put forward to NY Police.

Public input to meetings: Following a request for the protocol for public input to meetings the clerk had carried out some research. There were no hard and fast rules, different councils had different approaches.

The most sensible option is to allow the public time at a convenient point in the meeting to raise anything specific, which may include reference to a particular agenda item. Anything further must be through the chair.

It was therefore agreed that in future when members of the public attended they would be asked to raise any matters at the beginning of the meeting.

4. Finance

The audit commission form has been returned from Mazars and all is in order. Their only comment is that the playground equipment was omitted under fixed assets. The audit commission forms have been displayed on the notice board for the last fourteen days, as required and nobody has raised any queries.

Copies of the Accounts to the date of the meeting were distributed.

Two payments were required to be approved by the Council:

Mazars (external audit) £141

Clerks expenses for printing and postage £42.12

The balance at the  bank is £2174.07 minus the above payments which leaves £1990.95.

Notification of the second instalment of the Precept of £2000 had been received on 20th September 2010. It will be paid on 22nd September 2010.

Chris Howe was requested to raise the invoice for £750 for grass cutting in 2009, which he agreed to do.

Budget:

The budget for 2010/11 and 2011/12 was distributed to those present.

The clerk suggested that the Council does not seem to get any value from it’s membership of the Yorkshire Playing Fields Association and Rural Auction Yorkshire. The council agreed to discontinue these memberships in 2011.

There are grass cutting costs in the budget for this year as those are monies still to be paid out for 2009. No further entries are shown for grass cutting for 2010/11 or 2011/12 as these monies are received from NYCC and then paid directly to the contractor on receipt of his invoice.

The higher costs for street lighting maintenance for 2011/12 reflects the complete bulb change and electrical tests to be carried out.

The budget will be kept under review. At this time it is planned that the Council will have sufficient funds without having to change the Precept.

5. Correspondence

A note enclosing a copy of a Notice from Vellco regarding the 30mph speed limit, had been received. This was instructing all their drivers to adhere to the new limit.

Correspondence from NYCC on progress on the Allerton Waste Disposal Project was noted.

The Corporate Report from NY Fire and Rescue was noted.

The issue of Concessionary bus passes will pass from RDC to NYCC from April 2011. This will be administered on behalf of NYCC by Harrogate 
Council. It is proposed to make the time limits 9.30am to 11pm Mon to Fri and all day at weekends and Bank Holidays.

The Annual Report from Ryedale CAB was noted. Their AGM will be held on 7th October at 12:30 in the Council Chambers at Ryedale House. In future their annual report will be published on the internet to save costs.

Newsletters had been received from RDC, Playing Field, Country Air and the Allerton Waste Recovery Project.

A flyer and letter had been received by the PC from RWE who are proposing a wind farm at East Heslerton. The clerk attended the public exhibition held in August at Rillington. Key points to note was that the turbines will be seen from St Andrews Church and the hill above the church and from the stretch of Main Road outside the village hall along to the entrance to Carvers pit.

Two substantial documents have been received from RDC on the Summer Consultation of the Ryedale Plan, which the council  are invited to comment upon by 5 November 2010. The documents  are available on the RDC website at http://ldf.ryedale.gov.uk
It was noted that there are some changes to how future housing developments will be appraised in the future.

6. Planning

The application for a swimming pool enclosure at Rarey Fram has been refused.

The detailed plans for a house at Dale Farm has been refused as it is not in keeping with character and appearance of the settlement.

The plans to develop the ropery and stables at Rarey Fram have been approved with several pages of conditions. 

J Mason raised the windows and the position of the new house on land adjacent to Broadholme. Residents did not like the new windows, but it was pointed out that these were the same Yorkshire sash windows which were stipulated on the buildings at The Blue Bell. These had been approved by the planning authority and not the Parish Council. The reason for siting the house further back was to avoid impact on the War Memorial.

7. Police Business

There had been a spate of agricultural machinery thefts that were reported on Ringmaster.

Recent reaction to spoof facebook entries had caused concern for the school as abductions of children had been mentioned which turned out to be untrue.

8. Parish Plan update

There was nothing to report,

9. Any other Business

J Fisher reported that he had some firework displays on dates other than 5th November from October till the end of the year, but they would comply with regulations.

C Howe asked if the PC wanted him to continue with the grass cutting contract in 2011. This was agreed by the Council.
