Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting had been circulated and were approved.

Matters Arising
· Insurance for volunteers – No progress has been made. Pete Wilson suggested Towergate as they had insured Friends of Weaverthorpe Church volunteers; Andy to investigate.

· Planters – outstanding expenses have now been paid. £372.38 has been spent out of the £500.   The balance will be held to refresh all ten planters in the two parishes.

5. 
Progress reports on Projects.

· Traffic calming and footpaths - A joint consultation document from the Highways Agency, NYCC and RDC has been published, including the Malton and Norton Service Centre Strategy.  Two projects in this document affect the valley –

E) speed reduction in East Lutton and Helperthorpe by signing, lining and ripple print, cost £55,000.

L) footpath improvements from Luttons to Butterwick by grass and soil removal and some resurfacing, cost £37.000.

The total available is £150,000. The document has been forwarded to both PCs and the clerks have written in support. Andy has written on behalf of this group. A flyer is to go in the Warbler .

· St. Mary’s Church wall – an extension of time has been granted until the end of June.. PCC has launched an appeal for support for their contribution for £2,000; £1,300 has already been raised.  They are also compiling a new brochure about the church with the help of David Neave, Wolds historian.

Leader Bid

· Derek Gobbett, geologist from Foxholes, brought a first draft of the geomorphology suggested text and illustrations.  Andy would provide the contacts in the Environment Agency who attended the Gypsey Race conference.

· Desktop study – Jill Wilson brought a mock up of an information panel for Luttons.   It was decided that panels should be submitted for production as full-size prints, to control colour and quality. 

· Flora and fauna to be addressed – Jane Ashby to be approached to provide artwork in co-operation with Pete Wilson who will seek to link the local wildlife to the historic landscape.

· The notice boards are proposed to have 4 sides –

AO -  archaeology and the built environment

A1 -  local map of valley and variants for villages

AO -  A1x2 – flora and fauna; geomorphology and hydrology

A1 – local noticeboard

· A grant of £150 has been received from Ryedale Area Committee Fund to pay expenses incurred in the preparation of the bid. Jill to record time spent and to submit claim form for expenses.

· Pete and Jill to ask Dominic Powlesland about the source of boards that he has recently produced.

· Weaverthorpe and Luttons PCs have given support in principle to the idea.   Wharram PC has asked for further information ; nothing yet from Foxholes or Kirby Grindalythe.

· Nick pointed out that funding is until 2013 therefore this bid needs to be submitted by July at the latest.

Discussion followed as to possible further content, relevant to all age groups and number of boards. Suggestion of 8 or 9 depending on splitting East and West Lutton.  It was agreed that little further work could be done until the bid was approved.

7. Review of constitution, membership and action plan 

· No response from the item in the Warbler although new members would be welcome (01944 738520)

· The proposal to continue for a further 2 years, reviewed after 1 year, was accepted unanimously by the Group members.

Other Matters of Note

· Friends of Weaverthorpe Church fast track bid to LEADER has been approved.  Andy declared an interest. They will have to tender for the geophysical survey of the manor site. There will be training for volunteers and older children at the school. There will be 2 heritage open days later in the year. An Awards for All bid has also been submitted for interpretation boards in the churchyard. 

· Digital Switchover Help Scheme – Andy has been approached to be a community worker on this scheme. The Parish Plan Group agreed to adopt the scheme and look out for people who may need help.  The Group would receive a grant of £500 for their involvement.

· A bid submitted to the Lottery for funding to buy of The Star Inn, Weaverthorpe as a community project has not been successful; the funding will not support purchasing a premises. Further information will be in the Warbler.
