3.   Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the last meeting had been circulated and were approved. 
4.    Matters Arising
· Insurance for volunteers – No progress has been made, due to lack of time.
5. 
Progress reports on Projects.
Traffic calming and footpaths – Malton and Norton Service Centre Strategy  - money has not yet been dispensed. The Chair of Luttons PC has written. This is still a possibility and an open question.
6.
Leader Bid
· We now have a fully funded project with the Leader, Heritage Lottery bid and £1,000 from REACT.
· Nine planning applications have been submitted, one for each board. There were reservations in Butterwick re the site of the board. This has now been resolved and their planning application has been resubmitted at a revised location. Total cost for plans and applications: £1891.58.

· A letter of intent to the suppliers, Fitzpatrick Woolmer, has been sent; the order will be placed at the earliest opportunity following planning approval but requires 25% value with order. Payment is to be by phased invoice, initially 50%, to action release of funding.

· The local Parish Councils will be required to be joint grantees as the boards will be their property once erected.

· Jill volunteered to produce and circulate a draft press release to publicise this project.

· It is necessary to record time spent upon this project, including meetings and minutes. Further meetings will be required.

· It is proposed to hold a Community Conference at a later date, including a Finds Day with Dr. Hilary Cool.

7. Other Matters of Note
· Gypsey Race clearance -  Luttons PC is to ask for tenders for this work through West Lutton initially.
· Digital switchover - £500 has been received for help given during the switchover.

· Broadband – Rural Action Yorkshire are hosting a drop in session/presentation regarding high speed broadband, at Luttons school on Wednesday, November 16th. 

· Zephyr Energy – details will be in the Warbler regarding community wind power.

· Sykes Churches Trail – The Victorian Society of London visited the valley looking at the Sykes Churches and donated £100 to Luttons PCC which hopefully will be used for a new church brochure. The Sykes Trail Northern flyer is almost ready for publication.
· Village halls – Weaverthorpe Village Hall committee is to apply for a Community Buildings Grant from the Lottery with the intention of extending or rebuilding the village hall.

· Luttons new PC would prefer to hold meetings in their parish. The school hall was originally a Youth Hall, then vested in NYCC as part of the school. An upgrade is required as there are no adult toilets. It is proposed to investigate the Youth Hall history and hold discussions with NYCC re a grant-funded project to rebuild the adjoining dining room as a committee room with toilets, to allow the facility to be used by the wider community.
